1. 'Shprt title, extent and commencement—(1) These Rules may be called
- -the Kerala Registration of Marriages (Commeon) Amendment Rules, 2010.

(2) They shall extend to the whole of the State of Kefai_a.
(3) They shall come into force at ofice. ' ‘

Panchayat and Urban areas and he shall supenrise the implementation of these
Rules.”.

3. Amendment of rule 9.—In rule 9,

“Provided that in the case of persons below the poverty line and
those who belong to the Scheduled Castes/Scheduled Tnbes the fee
for Reg1sr.rauon of Marriages shall be rupees ten:

Provided further that in the event of the death of c1ther the husband
or thé wife and if a memorandum, with the signature of two witnesses to
the marriage together with sufficient documents to prove that the marriage
had been solemnized, is filed by the person alive before the Local
Registrar, he shall register the marriage.”

5. Amendment of rule 11.—In rule 11, for sub-rule (1), the following
sub-rule shall be substituted, hamely:—

_ (1) On receipt of a memorandum and the prescribed fee for
registration, the Local Registrar shall verify the entries in the memorandum for
their accuracy and completeness and enter the particulars thereof forthwith in the
Register of Marriages {Common) maintained by him in Form No. III appended to
these Rules. The parties to the marriage shall personally appear before the Local )
Registrar at least once prior to the registration of marriage and put their
signature in the space provided for the purpose in the Register of Marriages
(Common). Thereafter, the Local Registrar shall record in ‘the Register of
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Marriages (Common) to the effect that the mamage has been rcg:stered and put
his signature and affix the office seal. The marriage $hall not be considered as
registered merely for the reason that the parties have put their signature on the
Register of Mar'riages (Common} in Form No. IH. The marriage shail be
considered to be registered only when the Local Registrar records in the Register
of Marriages {Common) to the effect that the marriage has been reg;stercd and
puts his signature and seal. As far as possible, the marriage shall be reg1stercd '
on the day itself on which the memorandum is filed. Where any doubt arises
regarding the correctness of any entries in the memorandum, the Local Registrar
may make such further enquiry as he deems fit and. shall, within one week from
the date of filing the memorandum, register the marriage or if it is found that the
marriage canpot be so registered, record the same in the Register of Marriages
(Common) in Form No. LI and inform the parties to the marriage the reason for -
not registering the marriage. On payment of fee of rupees.twenty, a certificate of
matriage in proof of registration of marriage shall be issued in Form No. IV
appended 1o these Rules to the applicant as far as possible on the day itself on
which it is registered but not later than thre¢ working days. The entries relating
to each marriage shall be given registration numbers consecutively for -each
caleédqr' year and separate registers shall be maintained for each calendar year.”,

_ 6. Amendment of Form No. l{I.—In Form No. HI, after item 6 and the
entries aganst it, the followmg item and entries shall respectively bc substituted,
namely:— - . ‘ ot
“7. -Marriage registered/Mamage not registered. (Reasoris to be recorded
if marriage is not registered)”.

7. Amendment éf Form No. IV~ -In Form No. 1V, in the table, under thc‘
entry 3, under the column ‘Details’, after item f (111) the words and brackets
“photographs” and “(Office seal covering photographs) and the columns
against them shall be omitted, » . ‘
